Composition: Portable Bulk Tanks are 475 gallon
reusable containers designed for material transport and
product delivery. Portable Bulk Tanks are constructed
from 10 gauge carbon steel and are built according to
US DOT (Department of Transportation) and UN
(United Nations) performance packaging standards. 

Basic Uses: Portable Bulk Tanks are used to deliver bulk
quantities of BURmastic to the jobsite. Once delivered,
a standard roofing pump is connected to the Portable
Bulk Tank to pump the product directly to the roof.
When the tank is empty, it is shipped back to Tremco
for refilling and reuse.  
Portable Bulk Tanks are ideal for use in areas where
empty barrel disposal is a problem.  

Limitations:
•Portable Bulk Tanks which contain product must not
be stored at temperatures below 45°F (7°C).

•Keep Portable Bulk Tanks on level ground. Not
intended for use or storage on roof, plaza, or parking
garage decks.

•The air vent on top of each Portable Bulk Tank must
be fully opened when removing material or collapse
of tank may result. Air vent must be closed at all
other times.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE:

1. Unload Portable Bulk Tanks from delivery truck.
Use proper material handling equipment, such as
a crane or forklift truck. Equipment must be rated
to handle a minimum 6,000 lbs (2,722 kg).  

2. Place Portable Bulk Tanks on a solid, level surface,
away from excessive heat, sparks or open flame.
Protect blacktop surface from damage caused by
heavy loads. 

3. Construct adaptor fittings so the roof pump will
connect to the quick connect fitting on the bot-
tom drain valve of the Portable Bulk Tank. 

•Use 3'' (76 mm)I.D. (inside diameter) adapter fit-
tings. 

•Keep total adapter length as short as possible,
less than 30'' (762 mm). 

•Most pump manufacturers require the pumps be
vertical to operate properly.

4. Make sure bottom drain valve on the Portable
Bulk Tank is in the off/closed position. Carefully
disconnect dust cap cover from bottom drain
valve. 

5. Connect roof pump to Portable Bulk Tank, using
properly matched adapter fittings. Secure quick
connect with rubber straps to prevent accidental
disconnect due to pump movement.  

6. Open 3” I.D. air vent on top of tank prior to start-
ing pump. Warning: Air vent must be fully
opened when removing material or collapse of
tank may result.

7. Open bottom drain valve to begin flow of material
from the tank to the roof pump.  



8. Turn on roof pump to begin spray application.  

9. When tank is empty, turn off roof pump. Close air
vent on the top of the Portable Bulk Tank.  

10. Close bottom drain valve and disconnect roof
pump adapter fittings from the Portable Bulk
Tank. Reconnect dust cap cover on bottom drain
valve.  

Precautions: Users must read container labels and
Material Safety Data Sheets for health and safety pre-
cautions prior to use.
